Description These thermostat guard kits are used with the Powerstar thermostat line. The kits 
contain the guard, mounting plate, and screws. 

Features A slotted guard is available for Day/Night type thermostat where external manipulation 
of the manual reset lever is desired.

Application This guard provides protection from accidental physical damage for thermostats 
installed in hazardous locations. Its use will discourage casual tampering, but it is not 
truly vandalproof. For high security areas, use a concealed aspirating box (192-070), or 
a lockable thermostat cover (141-570).

Mounting The guard kits may be used with all types of wall surfaces including plaster, brick, tile, 
cement block, and drywall, roughing-in as described in TB-145 (P/N 155-210P25) and 
TB-237 (P/N 155-244P25). 
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Installation Install guard kit after roughing-in and after finished wall surface is up. 
Use the wall mounting holes (Figure 1) to mount the plate for the most rigid mounting. 
This requires drilling two additional holes for an anchoring device and No. 10 screws. 
Use guard mounting plate screws (Item 3, Figure 1 and Table 2) when rough-in terminal 
does not have a wall box.  
This guard cannot be used with the exposed air connections.
